When asked to 
point at the invisible ghost, three times the rods moved and pointed just 
to the side of my right shoulder. And the second time I was holding the 
rods and I felt them move in my hands. Perhaps the experience will go 
into a future adventure in the 'Wardstone Chronicles' series!’
